Managing for Wildlife
The diverse plant community present on the dry
limestone grassland is maintained primarily by ponies
and sheep, which generally graze from September to
March. Bracken and scrub is prevented from becoming
too dominant, benefitting wildflowers. Glade creation
and tree thinning occurs within the mixed broadleaved
woodland to create a mix of tree ages and heights as
well as encourage native ground flora to flourish. Logs
and branches are left on the woodland floor to provide
deadwood habitat for fungi and invertebrates as well as
hibernation sites for amphibians.
