Bumblebee Training Day.  Join Bex Cartwright from Bumblebee Conservation Trust 
and staff from NWWT for a workshop on bumblebee natural history, identification, 
and monitoring.  
We’ll cover an introduction to the ecology and life cycle of bumblebees and what 
makes them so unique as a group. We’ll learn more about how to monitor 
bumblebee populations through the ‘Beewalk’ scheme and how you can get 
involved. We’ll learn how to identify bumblebees right through from tips for 
separating bumblebees from their amazing fly mimics through to identifying each of 
the species you are likely to encounter in this area, focussing on the common and 
widespread species. We’ll also look at the differences between queens, workers, and 
males and how to tell them apart. There will be a mix of indoor presentations and a 
chance to put your learning into practice with an outdoor session, identifying 
bumblebees in the field. Suitable for complete beginners or a refresher if you already 
have some knowledge on these topics. There will be plenty of opportunity to ask 
questions.  The event is free, but booking is essential and we will expect 
participants to take part in future bumblebee surveys.
